Judge Rules Stolen Valor Act Illegal DENVER -- A law that makes it illegal to lie about being a war hero is unconstitu-

tional because it violates free speech, a federal judge ruled Friday as he dismissed a case

against a Colorado man who claimed he received two military medals. Rick Glen

claimed he was an eMarine who was wounded in Iraq and received the Purple Heart
and Silver Star, but the military had no record he ever served. He was charged with vio-
lating the Stolen Valor Act, which makes it a crime punishable by up to a year in jail to

falsely claim to have won a military medhl.S. District Judge Robert Blackburn dis-

missed the case and said the law is unconstitutional, ruling the government did nat show
